2012-2013 and 2013-2014 Draft Calendars for Consultation
The Board reviewed the draft 2012-2013 and 2013-2014 division calendars that plan for 183 and 182 instructional days, respectively. The calendars will be distributed for consultations with staff and School Councils. The division calendars will be reviewed for approval during the February 15, 2012 Board meeting.

Inclement Weather
Administrative Procedure 131 – School Operation During Inclement Weather was discussed.  Currently drivers consider temperature, wind-chill, road conditions, and other factors when consulting with the transportation coordinator prior to operating their buses. A delay start provision in the administrative procedure requires drivers to consider operating during cold weather days once temperatures warm and conditions improve. Pending changes in weather conditions, up until 10:30 a.m. buses are on standby and parents will be notified of any delayed start to their children’s run.

CUPE Certification of Support Staff
On January 12, 2012, the Alberta Labour Board confirmed CUPE certification for support staff.  An initial contract between CUPE and the Board will be negotiated in the near future. The Board will employ a registered bargaining agent during these negotiations as per standard practice.

Project Reach Community Garden
During a meeting held on January 19, 2012, plans regarding the Project Reach Community Garden for Hanna were discussed. The location and extent of the project will be announced. Community members will be invited to lease a garden plot for the growing season. The community garden is a partnership between the Town of Hanna, RCMP, and Project Reach.  Hanna schools are encouraged to participate in this community initiative.
